The ancient Greek philosopher Socrates said “Know thyself.” But what does it mean to know ourselves? Although it’s like knowing one plus one is two, it is actually more like understanding the strengths, weakness, and desires. Coming to this understanding can take a lifetime and psychologists recommend we start the process to go smoother in life: These include actively seeking the truth, being open to experience, and loving ourselves.

Actively seeking the truth means looking beyond the ready excuses we make to explain our behavior. For example, we put someone down, calling him “stupid” or “ugly.” We often tell ourselves that the person really deserves the criticism. However, if we really seek the truth in this situation, we might discover that our criticism comes from our feeling of jealousy: maybe this person is richer than us, better looking, or more popular. Or perhaps we are simply in a bad mood and looking for someone to take our frustrations out on. It can be painful at first to admit this to ourselves but this honest approach is the first step toward self-knowledge.
The second step is to be open to experience. Life is full of delightful, beautiful moments, but also periods of intense sadness. Odd as it may sound, try to live fully in each moment: the good and the bad. For instance if your boyfriend or girlfriend breaks up with you, feel all your sorrow and anger, but also guide yourself to question why it happened, why you feel the way you do, and what you can learn from this experience. You may just discover you are a lot stronger than you think and that you can be rejected by another person without losing your self-confidence. 

This self-confidence is important if we are going to be able to love ourselves, the final step in the path to self-knowledge. Loving ourselves doesn’t mean we tell ourselves we are great, or can do nothing wrong. We all do bad things at times and we have to be responsible for them, and neither make excuses, nor fall into self-loathing. Loving ourselves means that, in a sense, we act like our own parents, always believing in our basic goodness and potential.
