1、 請說明下列短文的大意並評論之。
Around the turn of the century the feminisation of education had progressed so far that, according to some critics, schools were better equipped for girls than for boys (Ayres 1905). The US media referred to a genuine ‘women peril’ (Weiler 1989) that prevented boys from developing a male identity:

A feminized manhood, emotional, illogical, non-combative against public evils. . . We have in this result the cause in greatest degree of our supineness in municipal affairs. (Woody 1929, 513)

Not only boys were considered to be victims, the feminisation of education has been held responsible for countless other educational problems and social crises (Apple 1986; Casey and Apple 1996).

2、 請說明短文要旨並闡釋其在教學的應用。
Learning style preference is a facet of the child’s personality of which the transdisciplinary team members need to be aware, in order to tailor their approach best. The concept of learning style was developed in the 1960s by Dunn and Dunn(1992). While working in New York in regular schools, the Dunns began to investigate why different children would perform differently despite being taught using identical methods. This research led them to suggest that different people learn differently because they each have an individual learning style.

  The Dunns developed a learning style model which identifies a range of elements that may be used to define an individual’s learning style. They are:

   1. immediate environment;

   2. own emotionality;

   3. sociological preferences;

   4. psychological characteristics;

   5. processing inclinations

  The aim is to design a more effective and efficient learning environment for each individual child. The physical environment is obviously crucial, but so too are the child’s emotionality, sociological preferences and psychological characteristics.

3、 請說明下列短文的要旨，並闡述其教育意涵。
Given the growing body of knowledge about the impact of effective teachers on children, it seems that educational policy is beginning to acknowledge the importance of classroom teachers in addition to curriculum standards and assessments. A case in point is the federal No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, which has introduced both the concepts of “adequate yearly progress,” based on annual testing, and “highly qualified teacher,” based on teacher credentials, as strategies to improve U.S. education. According to the legislation, “highly qualified” teachers are defined as those who hold at least a bachelor's degree, are fully licensed or certified by the state in the subjects they teach, and can demonstrate competence in the subjects they teach.

How do we support and cultivate effective teachers for all our schools and all our children? It is our belief that teachers want and need feedback, not only on the act of teaching, but also on the results of teaching. Timely, informative feedback is vital to any improvement effort. For instance, consider the role of a track coach, fitness trainer, or weight counselor. These individuals provide guidance on how to perform better, but the evidence of their effectiveness as professionals manifests in tangible results: improved running time, weight lifted, or pounds lost. It is evident that “people work more effectively, efficiently, and persistently . . . while gauging their efforts against results.”
4、 請說明下列英文的意義，並評述之。
Identity is a concept that figuratively combined the intimate or personal world with the collective space of cultural forms and social relations. We are interested in identities, the imaginings of self in worlds of action, as social products; indeed, we begin with the premise that identities are lived in and through activity and so must be conceptualized as they develop in social practice. But we are interested in identities as psychohistorical formations that develop over a person’s lifetime, populating intimate terrain and motivating social life. Identities are a key means through which people care about and care for what is going on around them. They are important bases from which people create new activities, new worlds, and new ways of being. In some of the articles, we will pay great attention to the ways in which persons are malleable, changeable, and subject to discursive powers. In others we will show more respect for persons’ generativity, their capacities—embedded always collective meanings and social relations—to imagine and create new ways of being. Human agency may be frail, especially among those who little power, but it happens daily and mundanely, and it deserves our attention. 
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
