IV. Reading Comprehension (10%)
When do children learn to talk? If you ask parents when they observed their child’s first words, most parents will say around twelve months old. They will probably remember, maybe even record, what the child said because the child’s first words are quite significant for parents.

After the child has spoken his/her first words, speaking progresses quickly. By 18 months, many children will have learned about 50 words, and by 2 years old, the child might have spoken around 200 words.

Despite what most people think, children aren’t learning only words. They are also learning to put the words into different orders, which is what we would call “grammar”. Children find out that “mommy eat” and “eat mommy” have different meanings. By 18 months, children will start experimenting with different word orders.  By 2 years old, many young children will have learned the basic patterns of word order, so they might say something like “man run ball” or “where daddy go?” 

While children are learning new words, parents play the important role of becoming teachers of how to use the words correctly. The parent will use the correct grammar over and over again, reinforcing basic grammar forms while also introducing new, more complex grammar in their speech.
