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Bilingual Education is teaching an academic subject in two

languages, i.e. a mother language (1) and a second language (L2),
with various amounts in an instructed program models.

The early viewpoint about the brain tends to assert that learning an
L2 negatively affects the L1 by dismissing it outside the brain, and it

emphasizes that the idea of bilingualism creates a problem in the
teaching process.

The late researches on bilingualism disapprove the conclusions of
the early researches come with and make it clear that persons who
speak two languages (bilinguals) have cognitive merits much more

than those who speak just one language (monolinguals).
