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問答題 (每題25分，共100分)
一、請說明以下文章所代表的意義，並評論文中的觀點。
People often view the practices of other communities as barbaric. They assume that their community’s perspective on reality is the only proper or sensible or civilized one. Indeed, the word barbarous derives from the Greek term for “foreign,” “rude,” and “ignorant”. The term barbarian was applied to neighboring tribes who spoke languages unintelligible to the Greeks, who heard only “bar-bar” when they spoke. 
To impose a value judgment from one’s own community on the cultural practices of another—without understanding how those practices make sense in that community—is ethnocentric. Ethnocentrism involves making judgments that another cultural community’s ways are immoral, unwise, or inappropriate based on one’s own cultural background without taking into account the meaning and circumstances of events in that community. Another community’s practices and beliefs are evaluated as inferior without considering their origins, meaning, and functions from the perspective of the community. It is a question of prejudging without appropriate knowledge.

二、請以中文說明下列短文要旨並闡釋之。
Many educational programs do not have clearly defined purposes. In some cases one may ask a teacher of science, of English, of social studies, or of some other subject what objectives are being aimed at and get no satisfactory reply. The teacher may say in effect that he aims to develop a well-educated person and that he is teaching English or social studies or some other subject because it is essential to a well-rounded education. No doubt some excellent educational work is being done by artistic teachers who do not have a clear conception of goals but do have an intuitive sense of what is good teaching, what materials are significant, what topics are worth dealing with and how to present material and develop topics effectively with students. Nevertheless, if an educational program is to be planned and if efforts for continued improvement are to be made, it is very necessary to have some conception of the goals that are being aimed at.

三、請以中文說明下列短文的要旨，並闡述其教育意涵。
Strong leaders are artists. They inspire, applaud, chastise, steer, and stand on the side. They create, monitor, reinforce, encourage, and stand in the back. Yes, sometimes they stand in front, too. They recognize that it is their responsibility to help create a setting in which each individual can flourish and everyone can grow. Strong leaders understand that leadership is about relationships.

Strong leaders are artists because they recognize that there is no one formula, no particular policy, no set of procedures that will always work with everyone or, even, will always work with any one person. Each unique situation and every idiosyncratic individual must be appreciated. We know that we must take a developmental approach to how our students learn; we also know that they learn best when they learn constructively, by creating their own meaning. It is no different for our teachers. They, too, must be viewed developmentally; they, too, learn best constructively. I believe that this is true of leaders and followers everywhere, in all settings, and I am sure that it is even more true of leaders in schools.
四、請先寫出下列文字的中文大意，並評述之。
In the eyes of most liberal reformers, the educational system must fulfill at least three functions. First and foremost, schools must help integrate youth into the various occupational, political, familial, and other adult roles required by an expanding economy and a stable polity. “Education,” says John Dewey in Democracy and Education, probably the most important presentation of the liberal theory of education, “is the means of (the( social continuity of life,” We refer to this process as the “integrative” function of education.

Second, while substantial inequality in economic privilege and social status are believed by most liberals to be inevitable, giving each individual a chance to compete openly for these privileges is both and desirable….Schooling, some have proposed, cannot only assure fair competition, but can also reduce the economic gap between the winners and the losers. We shall refer to this role of schooling in the pursuit of equality of opportunity as the “equalitarian” function of education.

Lastly, education is seen as a major instrument in promoting the psychic and moral development of the individual. Personal fulfillment depends, in large part, on the extent, direction, and vigor of development of our physical, cognitive, emotional, aesthetic, and other potentials…. We refer to this as the “developmental” function of education.
