1、 請分析下列引文之意旨，闡述王陽明的教育主張，並提出自己的看法。(25%)
          聖人…推其天地萬物一體之仁以教天下，使之皆有以克其私，去 其蔽，以復其心體之同然。其教之大端，則堯舜禹之相授受，所謂「道心惟微，惟精惟一，允執厥中」。而其節目，則舜之命契，所謂「父子有親，君臣有義，父婦有別，長幼有序，朋友有信」，五者而已。……教者惟以此為教，而學者惟以此為學。……下至閭井田野農工商賈之賤，莫不皆有是學，而惟以成其德行為務。何者？無有聞見之雜、記誦之煩、辭章之靡濫、功利之馳逐，而但使之孝其親，弟其長，信其朋友，以復其心體之同然，是蓋性分之所固有，而非有假於外者，則人亦孰不能之乎！學校之中，惟以成德為務，而才能之異，或有長於禮樂、長於政教、長於水土播植者，則就其成德，而因使益精其能於學校之中。（節錄自王陽明〈答顧東橋書〉，載於《傳習錄》）

2、 請分析下文意旨，申論杜威的觀點，以及自己的評論和主張。(25%)
     Growth, or growing as developing, not only physically but intellectually and     morally, is one exemplification of the principle of continuity.

 …… But from the standpoint of growth as education and education as growth the question is whether growth in this direction promotes or retards growth in general. Does this form of growth create conditions for further growth, or does it set up conditions that shut off the person … from the occasions, stimuli, and opportunities for continuing growth in new direction? 

 …… In a certain sense every experience should do something to prepare a person for later experiences of a deeper and more expansive quality. This is the very meaning of growth, continuity, reconstruction of experience.

3、 請仔細閱讀下列引文，解說內容重點意涵，並針對學校紀律管教 議題加以申論。(50%)
    There is a whole system of rules in the school that predetermine the child’s conduct. He must come to class regularly, he must arrive at a specified time and with an appropriate bearing and attitude. He must not disrupt things in class. He must have learned his lessons, done his homework, and have done so reasonably well, etc. There are, therefore, a host of obligations that the child is required to shoulder. Together they constitute the discipline of the school. It is through the practice of school discipline that we inculcate the spirit of discipline in the child.

    Too often, it is true, people conceive of school discipline so as to preclude endowing it with such an important moral function. Under such conditions, one can quite reasonably come to view these imperative requirements as barbarous－as a tyranny of complicated rules…. In reality, however, the nature and function of school discipline is something altogether different. It is not a simple device for securing superficial peace in the classroom－a device allowing the work to roll on tranquilly. It is the morality of the classroom, just as the discipline of the social body is morality properly speaking. Each group, each type of society, has and could not fail to have its own morality, which express its own make-up.
