(3) 閱讀下列文章，回答以下問題；1.討論你對Musicology and Ethnomusicology定義說明，2.研究內容與範疇。(總分50分)
Until the second half of the nineteenth century, the scholarly study of music was considered a part of general music education.  In 1863 Friedrich Chrysander (1826-1901) stated that such scholarship constituted a science comparable with other scientific disciplines.  He called this discipline Musikwissenschaft (the science of music), a term that had exited since 1827 when the German music educator Johann B. Logier (1777-1864) used it in a narrower sense.  This branch of music has since been termed musicology, meaning the scientific study of music, and defined by the American Musicological Society in 1955 as “a field of knowledge having as its object the investigation of the art of music as a physical, psychological, aesthetic, and cultural phenomenon.”  The historical branch of musicology received the most attention during the nineteenth century, when researchers and editors were concerned with locating and publishing works of great composers of the previous two and one-half centuries and with performing that music accurately.  Late in the century, collecting folk music, editing it, and publishing it led to that branch of the science known as ethnomusicology, which brings sociological factors into the study. K.
