To move our understanding of human development beyond assumptions and include the perspective of other communities, communication between community “insiders” and “outsiders” is essential. Arguments involve whether insiders or outsiders of particular communities have exclusive access to understanding, or whether the views of insiders or of outsiders are more trustworthy.

All sorts of other associations are linked to these claims- improved levels of job satisfaction, generalized upskilling, societal and economic well-being and so on.

The most obvious educational response to the nonlearning of students, one would think, is to try a different instructional approach. Research shows, however, that all but a small part of the time spent on teaching and learning involves a great deal of teacher talk and very little student interaction. Activities calling for student initiative are rare. Students are largely passive and, at least by the time they reach the upper elementary and secondary school grades, appear to assume that passivity is what best fits the nature of school. They even come to dislike disturbances of their passivity…… Ironically, this is the characteristic of schools least likely to excite criticism from the community. Thus we are force to ask ourselves how eager we are, both inside and outside of schools, to foster critical thinking and creative nonconformity.
