1、 試述下文大意，並分析文中所述狀況的原因、影響和改善之道。(30%)
Teachers themselves are very often unaware of the way they allocate their time and it is uncommon to ask teachers whether they give more attention to one sex than the other…… But it is often found that over two-thirds of their time was spent with the boys …… Most teachers do not consciously want to discriminate against girls, they say they do want to treat the sexes fairly, but our society and education is so structured that ‘equality’ and ‘fairness’ mean that males get more attention.

2、 試述下文大意，並論國家與教育的關係。(30%)
The major impetus for the creation of national education systems lay in the need to provide the state with trained administrators, engineers and military personnel; to spread dominant national cultures and inculcate popular ideologies of nationhood; and so to forge the political and cultural unity of nation states and cement the ideological hegemony of the dominant classes.

3、 請解釋下文要旨，並評述之。(40%)
The educational system, basically, neither adds to nor subtracts from the degree of inequality and repression originating in the economic sphere. Rather, it reproduces and legitimates a preexisting pattern in the process of training and stratifying the work force. How does this occur? The heart of the process is to be found not in the content of the educational encounter－or the process of information transfer－but in the form: the social relations of the educational encounter. These correspond closely to the social relations of dominance, subordination, and motivation in the economic sphere. Through the educational encounter, individuals are induced to accept the degree of powerlessness with which they will be faced as mature workers.
