All of the technological advances that have increased the quality of music have not changed the fundamental impact of recorded music. Electronic engineering furnishes products which are replaced so quickly that it is easy to forget the importance they held at the time of their introduction. Before the advent of digital equipment, there was a whole array of mechanisms designed to record sound, from the original hand-cranked gramophones, through the electric phonographs, the stereo record album, to cassette tapes.
