Charles Robert Darwin was an English naturist who proposed and provided evidence for the theory that all species have evolved over time from a common ancestor through the process of natural selection. This theory was finally accepted by the scientific community in the 1930s, forming much of the basis of modern evolutionary theory. In modified form, Darwin's theory remains a cornerstone of biology, providing a unifying explanation for the diversity of life.
Darwin developed his interest in natural history at Edinburgh University while studying first medicine, then theology. He made a famous five-year sea voyage on the Beagle and the publication of his journal of the voyage made him famous as a popular author. Puzzled by the geographical distribution of wildlife and fossils he collected on the voyage, Darwin investigated the transmutation of species and conceived his theory of natural selection in 1838. Having seen others attacked as heretical for such ideas, he confided only in his closest friends and continued his extensive research to meet anticipated objections.

In 1858, Alfred Russel Wallace sent him an essay describing a similar theory, causing the two to publish their theories early in a joint publication. However it was Darwin’s 1859 book “On the Origin of Species” that established evolution by common descent as the dominant scientific explanation of diversification in nature.

In computing, phishing is a criminal activity using social engineering techniques. Phishers attempt to fraudulently acquire sensitive information, such as usernames, passwords and credit card details, by masquerading as a trustworthy entity in an electronic communication. eBay and PayPal are two of the most targeted companies, and online banks are also common targets. Phishing is typically carried out using email or an instant message and often directs users to give details at a website, although phone contact has been used as well. Attempts to deal with the growing number of reported phishing incidents include legislation, user training, and technical measures.

The first recorded mention of phishing is on the alt.online-service.america-online Usenet newsgroup on January 2, 1996, although the term may have appeared even earlier in the print edition of the hacker magazine 2600. The term phishing is a variant of “fishing”, probably influenced by “phreaking”, and alludes to the use of increasingly sophisticated lures to "fish" for users' financial information and passwords. The word may also be linked to so called leetspeak, in which ph is a common substitution for f. The popular theory that it is a portmanteau of password harvesting is an example of folk etymology.
