Questions 16-20
Are you interested in becoming a bird-watcher? One of the first things that a beginner should learn is to recognize common birds. Many parts of a bird’s body, such as its tail or bill, can give clues to its identity. The way a bird flies is another clue.
First of all, let’s look at the tail. Some tails are forked, like a barn swallow’s tail; some tails are round, like a blue jay’s tail; and still some tails are pointed, such as a dove’s tail. A mockingbird has a long tail, whereas a robin’s tail is of medium length. Other birds, like woodpeckers, use their tails as braces when standing on a tree trunk.
Looking at a bird’s beak can also help to tell what it is. For example, hawks and owls have large, hooked beaks of meat eaters, whereas vultures’ beaks are less sharply hooked. Woodpeckers’ beaks are long and strong so that they can tap at trees all day, and kingfishers need long, pointed beaks for catching fish more easily. On the other hand, nighthawks have very small beaks for their size. Their mouths are wide open, however, to scoop in insects while they fly.
Although various parts of a bird’s body can provide clues to its identity, it can be hard to tell them apart by their shapes when they are high in the sky. Fortunately, beginning bird-watchers can still get some hints from the differences in the ways they fly. For instance, although cranes and geese both fly in V-shaped flocks with their long necks outstretched, one thing is different. That is, cranes fly with their legs outstretched as well, whereas geese normally do not have their legs go beyond their tail feathers when flying. Herons, which look like cranes, fly with their long necks folded in an S shape.
Keep these clues and hints in mind when you set out to watch birds. Also note that no one can become an expert bird-watcher overnight. It takes time!
